 Participants will then hear status 

reports from the Wyoming State Engi-

neer, Water Development Office, Wyo-

ming Game & Fish Department and the 

Department of Environmental Quality. 

These reports will also address ongoing 

adaptations and transitions occurring in 

response to current challenges and 

emerging needs.   

 The annual meeting potion of  

the conference will continue with pan-

els and presentations concerning 

Mountain Pine Bark Beetle, aquatic 

invasive species, compacts & decrees, 

University of Wyoming’s ongoing ini-

tiatives and programs, aging irrigation 

systems, future storage projects and 

opportunities, regional perspectives of 

water planning, agriculture in Wyo-

ming and much, much more.  

 The Education Seminar starts 

with the luncheon on Thursday, Octo-

ber 28th and comprises the second half 

of the Conference.

 Over 40 participants turned up at the U.S. Bureau of 
Reclamationôs Office in Mills on a beautiful July day to attend 
this yearôs WWA Summer Water Resource tour. A notable 
agenda was in store for the day as the tour focused on the 
Platte River Basin near Casper. A special thanks to our tour 
guides John Lawson, Jay Dallman, Mike Purcell, Tom An-
near, Al Conder and Dean Follett for hosting a great summer 
tour!  
 This yearôs summer tour began at the U.S. Bureau of 
Reclamation Wyoming Area Office (WYAO) in Mills, WY. 
Here the group split in two; with one group touring the com-
mand center and the other hearing a presentation on the 
Pathfinder Spillway Modification Plan. During the command 
center tour, the group learned that the WYAO provides water 
to 43 irrigation entities (serving more than 580,000 acres of 
land), and eight municipal and industrial contractors. In addi-
tion, the control center operates 20 reservoirs and 19 dams 
on a 24 hour basis with a collective storage capacity of more 
than 4.5 million acre-feet and 12 power plants with a com-
bined installed capacity of over 280 megawatts. The presen-
tation by John Lawson, US Bureau of Reclamationôs Wyo-
ming Area Manager, and Mike Purcell, Director of the Wyo-
ming Water Development Office, focused on the Pathfinder 
Modification Project. The purpose of the project is to recap-
ture approximately 54,000 acre-feet of storage space lost to 
sedimentation. The Wyoming State Legislature has already 
authorized funding to the Wyoming Water Development Of-
fice, consultants have been selected and construction has 
begun to raise the dam. Construction will be completed by 
the end of 2011.  
 Not on the agenda, but widely appreciated by all, the 
group received permission to stop at the Fremont Power 
Plant. The power plant was definitely a site to behold. The 
two hydraulic turbine driven generators were working at maxi-
mum capacity of over 66,000 kilowatts! The turbines, along 
with the generators and steep canyon walls will not soon be 
forgotten.  
 Next stop, Pathfinder Reservoir.  The Dam celebrated 
its 100 anniversary last summer and was one of the very first 
projects undertaken by the Bureau of Reclamation and the 
first masonry dam. Today, Pathfinder not only supplies water 
for irrigation, but also flood control, power generation and rec-
reation. Only days previous to the tour, the water from Path-
finder reservoir spilled over the dam for the first time since

power of water as remnants of the spill remained and the over-
flow tunnels sent out large jets of water.  Mr. Lawson was on 
hand to further discuss the Pathfinder Modification Project, al-
lowing participants to visualize the upcoming construction and 
final dimensions of the enlarged dam.  
 Lunch was enjoyed at the group picnic shelter at Path-
finder Reservoir.  During the lunch, Tom Annear discussed 
aquatic invasive species and the role of the Wyoming Game 
and Fish Department in preventing mussels from entering Wyo-
mingôs rivers, lakes and reservoirs.  
 After lunch, the group headed downstream on the Platte 
River to the Cardwell Easement. Al Conder, Management Su-
pervisor with Wyoming Game and Fish, discussed the joint 
venture between the  
Bureau of Reclamation  
and Wyoming Game &

 Fish Department in rehabilitating a section of stream below  
Pathfinder dam. Through rehabilitation and bank stabilization, the 
group revitalized habitat structure resulting in what one day may 
become a blue class trout stream. Many participants commented 
on the absence of their fishing rods!  
 Last stop for the day was at the Dan Speas Fish Rearing 
Station on the Bessemer Bend of the Platte River outside of Cas-
per. Did you know that in 2009 alone, the Wyoming Game & Fish 
stocked nearly 4 million trout, salmon and grayling in Wyoming 
waters?  Some of these fish came from Dan Speas and their rear-
ing tanks. The Speas station is different than most in that they 
donôt incubate their own eggs but receive them from nearby 
hatcheries. Another interesting note, is that Dan Speas receives 
its water from the largest fresh water spring in Wyoming, the 
Goose Egg Spring. Thanks Dean Follett for an excellent tour of 
the station!  
 The tour concluded back at the WYAO in Mills. Thanks to 
all who attended and participated in this yearôs tour. We couldnôt 
have made it a success without you!
